State Legal Sanctions

CALIFORNIA

It is illegal to possess any controlled substance as defined by the California and federal laws.
(A violation may be a misdemeanor or felony). California Health & Safety Code Sect;on ,
11350, et seq, 21 USC Sections 844, 844a.

It is illegal to possess or purchase any controlled substance for the purpose of sale (felony).
California Health & Safety Code Section 11350, et seq.

It is illegal to possess items known as drug paraphernaha knowing or under ci rcumstances
where one reasonably should know, that it will be used to plant, propagate, cultivate, grow,
harvest, compound, convert, produce, process, prepare, test, analyze, pack, repack, store,
contain, conceal, inject, ingest, inhale, or otherwise introduce into the human body a controlled
substance (misdemeanor or felony). California Health & Safety Code Section 11350, et seq.’
It is illegal to cultivate (i.e. grow or harvest), possess for sale, or sell marijuana (felony).
California Health & Safety Code 11350, et seq.

Possession of one ounce or more of marijuana for personal use constltutes a misdemeanor.
California Health & Safety Code 11350, et seq.

A person who knowingly participates in the marketing of illegal controlled substances is liable
for civil damages for injury resulting from an individual’'s use of an illegal controlled substance.
California Health & Safety Code 11700, et seq.

It is illegal to distribute or possess with intent to distribute anabolic stero:ds California Health
& Safety Code Section 11350, et seq. and 21 USC Section 841.

Laws regarding the possession, sale, consumption or furnishing of alcohol is controlled by the
State of California Business & Professions Code Section 25662 — “The possession or
consump’non of any alcoholic beverage by one under 21 on any street or in any public place or
in any place open to the public is prohibited”.

Penalties

Possession of a controlled substance is punishable by fines up to $500 and/or lmpnsonment m '
the county jail and/or state prison. B
Possession of controlied substance for sale or purchase of controlled substance forthe
purpose of sale is punishable by imprisonment in the state prison for two, three, or four years.
Importing into this state or transportmg a controlled substance for the purpose of selling,
furnishing, administering, or giving away is punishable by imprisonment in the state prison for |
three, four, or five years.

Possession of drug paraphernalia is punishable by fines up to $1,000 and/or impnsonment in_
the county jail and/or state prison.

Distribution of anabolic steroids and possession of anabolic steroids with intent to dastnbute is
a felony under California law prohibiting possession of controlled substances.
